Configuration — centralizes processing and storage of all data required for Genesys
solutions to work within a particular environment.

Access Control — sets and verifies user's permissions for access to solution functions and
data.

Solution Control — starts solutions, stops solutions and monitors the status of solutions.
Alarm Processing — defines and manages conditions critical to the operation of solutions.

Troubleshooting — hosts a user-oriented, unified logging system with advanced storage,
sorting, and viewing capabilities.

Fault Management — automatically detects and corrects situations that might cause
problems in operating solutions.
